A Previously dry stock dams contain new water
from winter of 2008

Which dams are of better quality, and safe for
humans?

A Water in recently reestablished stock dams
are not of equal quality as water in permanent
dams

The permanent dams which have held water
long-term
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Water Quality Tests

1-Carbon Dioxide
2-Dissolved Oxygen
3-pH

4-Conductivity

5-E. coli

6-Coliform

I Two field tests: DO and GO
I Different depths

I Preserved with Sulfuric Acid (excludiag
coli, Coliform Nitrate, and
Orthophosphates)

I Refrigerated samples
I Use sterilized bottle containers
